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Zhang Baogo(3¢{# %), a famous general and merchant in Silla, had ever
held a post in Tang Dynasty at the age of thirty. In recent years, Chinese and
Korean scholars (especially Korean scholars) are paying close attention to him.
However, the scholars have hardly been studying Zhang Baogao SRR
activities himself in Tang Dynasty. This article, having analysed and studied
Chinese and Korean historial records, draw the relevant conclusions. '

1. A Study-on the historial records of Zhang Baogao s activities in Tang
Dynasty. )

At present, historial materials concerning Zhang Baogao s (BK{R %) activ-
ities in Tang Dynasty is only the Chinese records Fan Chuan Wen Ji (#tJI|
#2), Xin Tang Shu(F B H), and the Korean records San Guo Shi Ji (=FH ¥
iE€), San Guo yi shi(=[H5E). In these records, the Fan chuan Wen Ji (%
JI| 3C#2) had come out before the year 852, the Xin Tang shu(F B ) had
come out in 1060, the San Guo Shi Ji(=E¥ i) in 1145, and the San Guo yi
shi(E@iﬁ%) in the 13th century. Camparativly speaking, the records of the
Fan chuan Wen Ji(Z% 1| 3C£2) is closer to the time when Zhang Baogao (5 {
#) lived, so it should especially be pay attention to.

Analysing the historical materials above-mentioned, we can know Zhang
Baogo s (BE{#5) condition in Tang Dynasty:

a. According to the Fan Chuan Wen Ji(3#JI|3C#8), The Xing Tang Shu
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(HFEH) and the San Guo Shi Ji(=E F12), Zhang Baogao (5¥ {#£ %) had
acted mainly in the area of Xu Zhou (£ H).

b. In the light of the records of the Fan Chuan Wen Ji (% JI| X #4),
Zhang Baogao (Bk{R %) was already thirty years old when he held a post in Xu
Zhou (i HD.

¢. According to the Fan Chuan Wen Ji(#JI|3Z42) and the Xin Tang Shu

(FEE45), Zhang Baogao s(5K{RHL) talent was so superb that he was a quite
well-known in Xu Zhou(#&R ).

On the basis of the three clues above-mentioned, we analyse Xu Zhou's
(#: M) condition so as to observe and study Zhang Baogao sCGREE) activi-
ties himself in Tang Dynasty.

2. The relations between the changes of Wu Ning, Jun Jie Du Shi (F;T°
ZFE A EE{F) and Zhang Baogao (5K fR#:) returning to the Silla.

2.1 Zhang Baogaos(BEfR5H) active time in XuZhou($#&FM).

About Zhang Baogao s (5kfR &) definite active time in Xu Zhou (M),
there arent the direct records in the Chinese and Korean historial materials.
However, by analysing three indirect records, we also can infer the upper and
lower limit of time when Zhang Baogao (BR R 5:) acted in Xu Zhou (M) .
first, Zhang Baogao(J{f#%#:) was the thirty old in Xu Zhou(#& M) ; second,
Zhang Baogao (BEff5%) had been on the Qing Hai Zhen Da Shi (V¥R K{F)
in Silia at 828; third, Zhang Baogao(5¢fR &) was assassinated in 846.

In the light -of the indirect historial materials above-mentioned , the time
when Zhang Baogao(3EfR52) acted in Xu Zhou can calculated. If Zhang Bao-
gao (BK{REL) lived in Xu Zhou(# M) at 810, his dead age would be the sixty-
six years old (846-810+430=66). If he lived in Xu Zhou(f& M) at 805, his
dead age would be the seventy-one years old (846 —805+30=71). Seeing
that the living conditions in Tang were so poor that average life-span was less
than 55, and Zhang Baogao(F¥f#&) died in his boots, so we think it unten-
able that Zhang Baogao (BEfE5) was in Xu Zhou(#x M) at 805. Similarly, it

-is rather a little possibility that Zhang Baogao (Ff#5%) was in Xu Zhou(# M)
at 810. However, for avoiding to omit the object of study, even more for
viewing the object at a wide angle, we may enlarge the range of our study,
take the 810 as the uppermost time limit of Zhang Baogao's activities in Xu
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Zhou and the 828 as the lowest time limit. So the time when Zhang Baogao
((3R{R5) lived in Xu Zhou may be a period from 810 to 828.

2.2 The change of Xu Zhou(#M) area

Xu Zhou($5 M) had been a important place in the Chinese history. After
An Lu Shan and Shi Si Ming Rebellion (& ¥ Z &), Tang Court considered
Xu Zhou(#: M) as the frontline of attacking the rebellious North governor and
defending the South economic centre, and promoted_gradually Xu Zhou s (&
J}) status:from the prefecture to the capital of Xu Hai Xi Mi Guan Ca Shi(#&
M XEL{HE) in 782; from the capital of Xu Hai Xi Mi Guan Ca Shi(#R¥gIr
@ EZ{H) to the capital of Xu Si Hao Jie Du Shi(#: WZE+ BE#) in 788;
from the capital of Xu Si Hao Jie Du Shi(#& WU E{EH) to the capital of Wu
Ning Jun Jie Du Shi (GRTEIE{#) in 805. Xu Zhou (M), Si Zhou ({
M), Hai Zhou(¥E M) and Su Zhou(f§ M) were under Wu Ning Jun Jie Du
Shi (RTEWEM)-

Xu Zhou(#& M) had been upgraded to the capital of Wu Ning Jun Jie Du
Shi(GRFEY BF{H) and had the powerful military strengh when Zhang Bao-
gao (BK{R %) held the post in Xu Zhou(#&M). it should have gived Zhang a
chance to put his extremly ability to good use.

2.3 The relations between the change of Wu Ning Jun Jie Du Shi(G&T
5 EE{#) and Zhang Baogao (JEfR#:) returning home.

From 788 to 828, the seven men had successively held the post of Jie Du
Shi (FEE) in Xu Zhou(#& M) : Zhang Jianfeng Bk Er#,788—800), Zhang
An(3KHE, 800 —806), Wang Shao(E 43,806—811), Li Yuan (ZE[E,811—
818), Li Shuo(ZE¥H,818—820), Cui Qun (HH¥,820—822) and Wang Zhi
xing (FE 8¢, 822 —832). In the time. seguence, Zhang Baogao (FK R %)
should have held the post of officer under one or more of Jie Du Shi (35 BE{#)
who inciuded Li Yuan (Z=E), Li Shuo(ZE#), Cui Qun(EE) and Wang
Zhixing (E£93¢). The event that Zhang Baogao (5 ff B) returned to his
motherland should have occurred during Wang Zhixing (3 3) holding the
power.

Wang Zhixing (F4 %) was a famous general in the late Tang Dynasty.
According to the historial records, he was a soldier of Xu Zhou's (M) troop
in his youth. Afterwards, he had been promoted to be Zhen Jiang (5,
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Dou Ya Ya(#f##%) and Jie Du Fu Shi(3F F BI{f) step by step. In 822,
Wang Zhixing (FE$) Launched a mutiny, the Court was forced to appoint
him Wu Ning Jun Jie Du Shi(ETZEY7 B {#). From then on, Wang Zhixing
(EE %) had ruled Wu Ning Jun(BTZE) until 832. Why did Zhang Baogao
(3R %) return to his motherland during Wang Zhxing (E£83¢) holding the
power? Through studying Chinese historial materials carefully, We can know
that there is a hidden rejation between Zhang Baogao_(?d’:ﬁ%) returning home
and wang Zhixing (E% ) coming to the power :

First, according to historial records, Wang Zhixing ( E583%) held the of-
fice in Xu Zhou (M) from 780 to 832. When Zhang Baogao (J¢{R58) held
the post of the officer in Xu Zhou(# M), Wang Zhixing (E43¢) would have
worked together with him. But it is strange that Zhang Baogao(&'{éﬁ%ﬁj who
was famous for the superb talent hadn 't been promoted by wang Zhixing (&
3. .

Secondly, Wang Zhixing (E% %) had the narrow-minded disposition.
During his term of Wu Ning Jun Jie Du Shi(GRTZEY B{F), Wang had ever
expelled a general named Shi Xiong (R #E) from the Wu Ning Jun (‘ﬁ'ﬁ’-ﬁ)
for Shi Xing (FAHE) cherished the soldiers and was brave in battle. So it is nat-
ural that Zhang Baogao(FfR%5:) have been suppressed and push out by Wang
Zhixing (E83). '

Third, according to the records of the Fan Chuan Wen Ji(#% Ji| 3 £8),
Zhang s friend Zheng Nian(¥B4E) lost.the post of Wu Ning Jun (BT %) and
was put in a tight spot when Zhang Baogao(3K {35 ) returned home. It seems
that Zheng Nian (X§4E) was forced to leave the office. Why didnt Du Mu(#t
8, writer of Fan Chuan Wen Ji) told clearly the cause that Zhang Baogao (8§
{R%) returned home and Zheng Nian (¥B4E) Left the office? It is because that
Wang Zhixing (ZE3 %) and his sons had also held the important post during
the Fan Chuan Wen Ji(#%)!|3048) Coming out, So Du Mu(#L#() hid the fact
that Zhang Baogao(F¥{R#) and Zheng Nian (¥F4E) were treated unjustly by
Wang Zhixing (E534). A-ctualiy, Tang emperor also know Shi Xing (/)
to be framed, but the emperor didnt promote him for Wang Zhixing ( &
). In view of this, Du Mus(#:#) writing on Zhang Baogao (FRfRE) is
understandable.
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3. The military activities of XuZhou s(#JH) troop and Zhang Baogao s
experience in Tang Dynasty

Xu Zhou(#& M) troop was more famous for its military strengh. It is the
one of the reason why foreigner Zhang Baogao (53¢ fR %) may hold a officer of
Xu Zhou(#&x M) troop by the skillful martial arts alone.

3.1 The mutiny in the Xu Zhou(# M) troops.

From 800 to 830, the mutiny occurred for three time in Xu Zhou (M) .

In 800, several thousands of Xu Zhous soldiers mutinies and forced the
Court to appoint Zhang An (JKFE) Jie Du Shi(FBE{#).

In 822, Wang Zhixing (E4E¥¢) as Jie Du Fu Shi(F EEBI{E) launched a
mutiny, expelled Jie Du Shi (35 £ {#) from the Wu Ning Jun (R T %),
robbed the royal prosperty, and forced the Court to appoint him Jie Du Shi(¥
BEfE).

In 829, Jie Du Shi(¥ BE{) Wang Zhixing (E4§ %) expelled a general
named Shi Xiong (A7) from the Wu Ning Jun (BRTZE) ,killed a hundred of
officers and men who maked friends with Shi Xiong (G #E).

Zhang Baogao (3¢ f#%&:) didnt take part in the mutiny in 800 and 829,
for he lived in silla at that time. However, Zhang Baogao (3K ff %) Should
have a hand in the 822 mutiny as the officer. On the supposition that Zhang
Baogao (J¥f#&) was expelled by Wang Zhixing (F5F3£), he might Join the
camp against Wang Zhixing (5 ¥4) in the mutiny of 822.

The mutiny above-mentioned had all the character that the lower lever in-
sulted the higher lever. Zhang Baogao(3¢{R5) could have been influenced im-
perceptibly by the mutiny. As a matter of fact, It had demonstrated this influ-
ence that Zhang Baogao(J¢f£#) had ever used military forces to the Silla roy-
alty twice in 838 and 846. '

3.2 Xu Zhou (fﬁ‘:‘d‘ﬂ) troop suppressing the rebellious governor.

In the late Tang Dynasty, Xu Zhou s (& M) troop took part in a series of
wars to suppress the rebellious Jie Du shi(Fy BE{#) .

In 815—817, Xu Zhous(#& M) troop suppressed the rebellious Huai Xi
Jie Du Shi(#EPTIEE{#) named Wu Yuan Ji(RITH).

In 818—819, XuZhou's(#& M) troop supperssed the rebellious Zi Qing Jie
Du Shi({§{F W E{¥) named Li Shidao(Z=JfIE).
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In 821—822, Xu Zhou s(#& M) troop attacked the rebellious Lu Long Jie
Du Shi(S B {#) and Cheng De Jie Du Shi(F, Y5 BEE{H).

In 822, Xu Zhou’s (& M) troop suppressed the rebellious Xuan Wu Jie
Du Shi(ERWEMH).

In 827—829, XuZhous (& M) troop suppressed the rebellious Heng Hai
Jie Du Shi(¥EWE D). ’

It happened to be the Yuan He Ping FanQ(JTHIF$E) when Zhang Bao-
gao (3¥{RE) held the post in Xu Zhou(#:H). At that time, Xu Zhou's troop
set often out and performed deeds of valour to the Court in battle. Zhang Bao-
gao (F¥f# %) who was famous for superb talent should take part in the sup-
pressive troop as the officer, and enrich his experience of military. In addition,
military activities above-mentioned fall in with people s wishes and defend the
Tang s unity, so Zhang Baogao (5K{#%:) who joined these activities had con-
tributed to Tang and should be respected by Chinese people.

4. The Conclusions

4.1 The time when Zhang Baogao (3¢ f %) lived in Tang Dynasty
should be a period of time from 810 to 828.

4.2 Xu Zhou(#x M) is the main area where Zhang Baogao (3K {5 5)
lived. At that time, the position of Xu Zhou(#%JH) had been promoted from a
prefecture to a capital of Wu Ning Jun Jie Du Shi(BF ¥ B {#), and given
Zhang Baogao (Bk{R%:) a chance to put his ability to good use.

4. 3 Zhang Baogao (¥ {f %) should have ever held the post of officer
under one or several of Jie Du Shi(FEE{#) including Li Yuan(Z=&),Li Shuo
(Z=P), Chui Qun(#EH¥) and Wang Zhixing ().

4.4 The reason that Zhang Baogao (3¢ fR%E) returned to his motherland
should be Wang Zhixing s (E 5 ) Jealous of Zhang talent and discharged
Zhang Baogao (5K f#%%) from his officer.

4.5 Zhang Baogao(3¥{R%) had ever taken an active part in Wu Ning
Jun ’s'(iﬁ?ﬁ)mﬂita.ry operations. In the course of that, Zhang Baogao (3§¢{%
#) had accumulated a wealth of experience and laid a foundation for his suc-
cess afterwards.
