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A Study On The Role of The Pressure Groups In The American
Political Process
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Abstract

The pressure groups are organized collections of individuals who are bound together by
shared attitudes or concerns and who make demands on political institutions in order to
realize goals which they are unable to achieve on their own. Individuals are attracted to
pressure groups for a number of reasons. A pressure group can be a means of obtaining
certain material benefits. These benefits may include such tangible advantages as increased
employment opportunities, favorable business regulations, or the use of group-controlled
facilities. Another pressure group may offer pleasant social experiences and a cetain prestige

attached to membership. Still another pressure group may give satisfaction with the attain-
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ment of some worthy cause.

Pressure groups play an important role in political process. They serve as a method of
political participation by pooling the resources of like-minded individuals to make collective
expressions of concern to government officials. They serve a communication function by
informing government of the views of a portion of the citizenry and by keeping their mem-
berships informed of governmental actions.

Traditionally, pressure groups have been associated with lobbying efforts which allow
group representatives to make direct contact with public officials in an attempt to convince
them to support group goals. In recent years, however, pressure groups have become incre-
asingly involved in indirect lobbyings efforts, Indirect lobbying attempts to influence gove-
rnment by convincing the public to support policies, programs, and candidates that would
benefit group members. Such indirect efforts can be classified into two basic strategies.
First, pressure groups attent to mold public opinion. Socond, pressure groups are active
in election campaign activities. Candidates are supported through compaign contributions,
organizational assistance, and endorsement. The object here is to promote the candidiacies

of persons who share group attitudes on salient issues.
