The inclination for omission of preposition from prepositional phrase in the current English
seems to lead to the expansion of usages of adverbial accusatives, of which the word-group
adverbial accusatives, consisting of more than one word including article, have been proved to
have the following characteristics. (1) Position. The adverbial accusatives are used at the end-
position most frequently and variedly and at the mid-position, rarely. (2) Form. At the end-
position, every possible form, and at the mid-position, only the forms of adjective (or demon-
strative adjective or indefinite article) +noun are used. At the front-position, the forms of
possessive adjective-+noun, possessive adjective+adjective+noun and adjective + demonstrative
adjective +noun are not used, even if the last one seems to be usable. (3) Content. The adverbial
accusatives are used most frequently and variedly to denote TIME and sometimes to denote
PLACE, EXTENT and MEASURES.
