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Hyphenated Compound Words in Current English
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Abstract

The present declination for speedy expression in sentences has increased the use of
hyphenated words which constitute “compound words” that can be divided, according to
the author’s opinion, into (1) Original compounds, (2) Signed compounds which are
subdivided into (a) hyphenated type, (b) quotation-marked type, (c) oblique-lined
type, and (3) Contracted compounds which are also subdivided into (a) apostrophed
type, (b) acronymed type, (c) mixed type and (d) deleted type. Of these all, the usages
of those other than the Original compounds and hyphenated type of the Signed com-
pounds are relatively rare, because almost of all the words in common use belong to the
Original compounds and hyphenated type of the Signed compounds, the former being
the established words and the latter abounding with temporary ones which are, due to
their immense flexibility, used for their singularity, conciseness and clarity of expres-

sions.
