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Abstract

The verbal constructions with a personal pronoun “it”, namely, intransitive verb+
preposition-+it, transitive verb-it, transitive verb+-it-+adjective (or noun), transitive verb
+it+abverb, transitive verb-+it+ preposition+noun(or pronoun), transitive verb4-it4
adverb+preposition+noun(or pronoun), transitive verb+noun--preposition+it and “let” 4
noun(or pronoun)--transitive verb-+it , which have been developed for the purpose of
conciseness or euphenism of expression to the extent of symbol, particularly in colloquial-
ism and slang, have the following characteristics. (1) The subject of this construction
necessarily denotes a person or persons, except in the idiomatic expressions. (2) When the
adverbial phrase (=preposition4noun or pronoun) is contained in the construction as its
integral part, the object (=noun or pronoun) in the adverbial phrase denotes a thing,
and if not, a person or persons. (3) The constructions function as intransitive verb with
or without any adverb, transitive verb-+object with or without any adverb, and have some-
times meaning of passive voice, irrespective of their constructional appearances. (4) The

tense of the constructions does not necessarily correspond to that of their meaning. (5)
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The constructions are so firmly established in their usage that the free conversions between
present tense and past or perfect tense, between indicative mood and imperative mood,
and between active voice and passive voice are, unlike those of common verbs, not pos-—

sible in many cases.
