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Abstract

In this thesis, the author classifies the two prepositional phrases modifying a single
noun, accoring to the respective meaning, into the categories of place (A), time (B),
source, material and possessor (C), aim, result and beneficiary (D), means and doer (E),
limit and extent (F), situation, occupation and content (G), and object and addendum (§),
only when the two prepositional phrases are of the same length or when the longer phra-
se of the two precedes the shorter one, for the purpose of finding some rule of their
positional order. The resultant positional order is found to be HECGDFAB(or HECGFD
AB) and the order between D and F is indistinct presumably due to scarcity of relevant
examples.
