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Abstract

The development of political parties has transformed the structure of political regimes.
Modern democracies, based on a system of several organized and disciplined parties, are
very different from the individualist regimes of the nineteen century, which depended
on the personal interplay of members of parliament who were very independent of each
other. The substitution of a party regime for a regime without parties has changed the
method of analysing political syster. The classic distinction between the presidential system
and the parliamentary system is now tending to become out of date. The check and
balance, for example, between the executive and the legislative of classic constitutional
law is now neaningless in party politics. Parties control and supervise ail the activities
of government.

As an intermediary between the electorate and the parliament, and between the people
and the government, the political party has many important functions, such as the

formation and organization of public opinions which are connected to public policies,
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political education which guides and enlightens the people, which promotes their partici~
pation level in politics, the organization of a government and choice of poitical leaders
with the support of majority people, and concentration of power instead of seperation of
power.

In spite of the great contributions of the political party to the development of demo-
cratic government, the general development of parties tends to emphasize their deviation
from the democratic regime. Growing centralization is increasingly diminishing the infiu-
ence of members over leaders. Parliamentary representatives themselves are compelled to
an obedience which transforms them into voting machines controlled by the party leaders.

But a system without parties would not be more satisfactory. The government faced
with only a scattering of individuals not grouped in political formations would not better
preserve liberty. Political parties make it possible to form a new ruling class, sprung
from the people, to replace the old. The significance of political parties is that they tend
to create new elites, and this restores to the notion of representain its true meaning.
All government is by nature oligarchic, so the fornula ‘Government of the people by the
people’ must be replaced by this formula ‘Government of the people by an elite’ sprung

from the people. A regime without parties ensures the permanence of ruling elites chosen

by birth, wealth, or position. Ministies and parliaments were once exclusively the instru-
ments of private, financial and economic interests, but they have today become instrume-
nts in the hands of the parties, among which mass parties are getting increasingly
important place. Deconcracy is not threatened by the party regime, but by present-day
trends in party interal organization. The danger does not lie in the existence of parties,
but in the military, religious, and totalitatian form they assume. But, on the one hand, all
parties have not adopted the same kind of organization. Closed totalitarian type of parties
are rare in the world. On the other hand, certain features in these new party structures
ensure a good training of the political leading strata as well as closer and more faithful
contact between the mass of the people and their ruling elites. These features might

increase the democratic nature of parties instead of destroying it.
