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Abstract

Solecism, deviation from the ordinary rules of grammar, can be classified from the view
point of syntax, into the following 5 types: (1) Front-shift Type in which part of cons-
tructional elements of sentence is shifted forwards unnecessarily, (2) Back-shift Type
in which part of constructional elements of sentence is shifted backwards unnecessarily,
(3) Exchange Type in which positions of some constructional elements of sentence are
exchanged each other, (4) Mixture Type in which idiomatic expressions are mixed con-
fusedly, and (5) Analogy Type in which some expression derived from analogy is
erroneously used.

And the causes of their emergence are supposed to be (1) author’s ignorance due to his
lack of grammatical knowledge, (2) author’s carelessness owing to his unconscious
mentality to emphasize something, and (3) author’s intention to describe some specific
situation or person.

However, solecism can be said to be phenomena in the transition process of language
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and should be understood as forms that are to be recognized as ordinary or standard in some

future, though some would become extinct,
